Dear Parents, 
 
Bleyl Middle School is committed to providing a safe and orderly environment for all our students. To better facilitate the release of 
students at the end of each school day, the following school policy will be implemented. 
 
Sixth graders will be released at 2:25 PM.  Seventh and eighth grade students will be released at 2:30 PM.  
 
CAR RIDERS: 
Car riders will go to the front of the school and then walk to the end of the portables to be picked up. If you are picking up your 
student after school, please pull forward to the end of the portables to alleviate a traffic jam. An assistant principal and teachers will be 
on duty to assist with this process. All students need to be picked up by 2:50. We do not after school study hall this year, so there is 
no supervision for students who are not picked up on time. Students are not allowed to wait for parents unattended.  
 
WALKERS: 
Student walkers will exit Bleyl by the bus drive side doors. They are expected to stay on the sidewalk and cross the intersection at the 
light in a safe and orderly manner. Walkers are not allowed to visit with bus riders. Afternoon buses must leave promptly in order to 
be at their remaining two elementaries on time.  
 
ATHLETICS/EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES: 
Students staying for athletics or extracurricular activities are released at 4:20 PM. Athletes are to be picked up at the tennis 
courts/pool entrance on Copeland. A coach will supervise athletes. Students staying for extracurricular activities need to be picked 
up in the bus drive by Bleyl’s side doors.  All students must be picked up by 4;30.  Because of safety concerns, we cannot allow 
students to wait outside after 4:30 PM.  
 
BIKE RIDERS: 
At this time, we do not have our bike racks at the front of the building. It will be a few weeks before bike riders have a place to safely 
store their bicycles. Until the bike racks are moved, please do not allow your child to ride his/her bicycle to school. 
 
SKATEBOARDS: 
Because of our busy intersections and streets, skateboards are not allowed at Bleyl.
