4. Neatness counts. Make several
photocopies of the application. Use the
copies as working drafts to develop you
application packet. Always type your
application. If you must print, do so
neatly and legibly.

5. Make sure your essay makes an
impression. The key to writing a strong
essay is to be personal and specific.
Include concrete details

to make your experience alive:

6. Waitch out for deadlines . To help
keep on track, impose a deadline on
yourself that is at least a week before
the stated deadline.  Use this time to
proofread your application before you
submit it.

7. Make copies before submitting.

8. Give it a final
Proofread the entire appli cation carefully.
Look for misspelled words or grammatical
errors. Ask a friend, teacher or parent

to proofread it as well.

9. Ask for help if you need it. If you
have questions about the application, call
the funding organization and ask

guestions.

Reputable
companies do exist, but they
neither guarantee scholarships
nor use aggressive sales tactics .
